e Vulnerable to price shocks due to lack of diverse energy supplies

e Higher than average number of older, poorly insulated homes

* Loss of family-sustaining jobs

e Qut-migration of young families

* Need for sustainable year-round economies to support
infrastructure for tourism and part-time residential population

e Long distances between communities
